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Two ways we can approach this magnificent idea (both are legitimate): we can 

approach it from a scholarly perspective – define it and explain it. Or we can examine 

its impact. I want to examine its impact today. So let me simply say God does not 

change in His love and commitment to us. God does not renege on His word or 

promises. When God gets into a relationship with you, He refuses to abandon you.
